We have building-by-building metering for water on our Van Ness Campus, which is the main campus, as well as in our other buildings throughout the city. We don't have an electricity meter for each building--we have a total of nine meters for our eleven buildings on the Van Ness Campus. We do, however, have individual building metering for the other three building properties located in other parts of the city (each its own "campus"). I'm working with facilities to find an inexpensive option to install real-time building level metering, and we expect to have that infrastructure in place in the next 6 months. While the lack of building-level metering in Van Ness Campus is a challenge, the campus buildings were designed and built concurrently (and have aged fairly similarly) giving us some degree of ability to extrapolate a building-by-building EUI and per capita energy use based on the total campus consumption. Our new LEED Platinum-targeted student center (currently in design) will have building and system-level metering with advanced dashboard monitoring.
