Wendy, sorry for the delay in response. We do not really know how many meals are served even though this may sound a bit odd. We have five separate dining facilities for our +/- students and they do not have to "swipe in" to gain access to the meals. So this makes an actual count difficult if not impossible. I should note however, that being on the meal plan at Wellesley is required with relatively small exceptions. Further, the vast majority of our students live on campus and so this may provide you some idea. I am sorry that I can not provide better information on this. If you have any further questions please do not hesitate to contact me. Thanks.
